FIRST READING: Lamentations 3:22-33

morning; great is your faithfulness. 24 "The Lotd is my
portion," says my soul, "therefore I will hope in him."
25 The Lord 1s good to those who wait for him, to the
soul that seeks him. 26 It is good that one should wait
quietly for the salvation of the Lord. 27 It is good for

one to bear the yoke in youth, 28 to sit alone in silence
when the Lord has imposed it, 29 to put one's mouth
to the dust (there may yet be hope), 30 to give one's
cheek to the smiter, and be filled with insults.

8 I do not say this as a command, but I
am testing the genuineness of your love against the
earnestness of others. 9 For you know the generous
act of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich,
yet for your sakes he became poor, so that by his
poverty you might become rich. 10 And in this matter
I am giving my advice: it is appropriate for you who
began last year not only to do something but even to
desire to do something— 11 now finish doing it, so
that your eagerness may be matched by completing it
according to your means.

21 When Jesus had crossed again in the boat to the
other side, a great crowd gathered around him; and he
was by the sea. 22 Then one of the leaders of the
synagogue named Jairus came and, when he saw him,
fell at his feet 23 and begged him repeatedly, "My little
daughter is at the point of death. Come and lay your
hands on her, so that she may be made well, and live."

37 He allowed no one to follow him except
Peter, James, and John, the brother of James. 38 When
they came to the house of the leader of the synagogue,
he saw a commotion, people weeping and wailing
loudly. 39 When he had entered, he said to them,
"Why do you make a commotion and weep? The child
is not dead but sleeping." 40 And they laughed at him.
Then he put them all outside, and took the child's
father and mother and those who were with him, and
went in where the child was. 41 He took her by the
hand and said to her, "Talitha cum," which means,
"Little girl, get up!" 42 And immediately the girl got up
and began to walk about (she was twelve years of age).
