12 At that time I will search Jerusalem with lamps, and
I will punish the people who rest complacently on
their dregs, those who say in their hearts, "The Lord
will not do good, nor will he do harm."

8
But since we belong to the day, let us be sober, and
put on the breastplate of faith and love, and for a
helmet the hope of salvation. 9 For God has destined
us not for wrath but for obtaining salvation through
our Lord Jesus Christ, 10 who died for us, so that
whether we are awake or asleep we may live with him.
11 Therefore encourage one another and build up each
other, as indeed you are doing.
