22 It is 
he who sits above the circle of the earth, and its 
inhabitants are like grasshoppers; who stretches out 
the heavens like a curtain, and spreads them like a tent 
to live in; 23 who brings princes to naught, and makes 
the rulers of the earth as nothing.

17 For if I do 
this of my own will, I have a reward; but if not of my 
own will, I am entrusted with a commission. 18 What 
then is my reward? Just this: that in my proclamation I 
may make the gospel free of charge, so as not to make 
full use of my rights in the gospel.
